From the Principal’s Desk

 Welcome back!  I hope you had a wonderful summer.  The faculty and staff have worked hard to prepare 

for the school year and opening day.  Everyone is looking forward to a great school year. 

 Scott School had some faculty changes over the summer.  On behalf of the entire school body I would 

like to welcome our new faculty members to Scott.  Mrs. Petrarca is teaching a 3/4 split class and Mr. Scotti is 

teaching a grade 6 class this year.  Mr. Durand has joined Mrs. Quinn teaching Physical Education.  Also joining 

our staff this year is Miss Christine O’Brien, Literacy Teacher, Ms. Barbara Cummings, Librarian and Ms. Amy 

Sattel, School Psychologist.  With these additions there have also been retirements and departures.  I would like 

to thank the following faculty members who served the children of Scott School; Mrs. McSally, Mrs. Sherburne, 

Miss DeFusco and Mr. Hassell retired at the end of the school year.  Sadly, because of budgetary cuts, Mrs. 

Goncalves received a layoff notice and is no longer our librarian.   

School Day and drop off and pick up procedures: The school day begins at 8:40 A.M. and ends at 2:50 P.M. 

Students are not to arrive before 8:30A.M.  They are to report directly to the schoolyard in the morning except 

for bad weather days, when they must go to designated areas in the school building.  All public schools in the 

state have a breakfast program.  Students participating in the program must report directly to the lunchroom 

upon arrival to school in order to allow the children time to eat without being late to class.  Morning Kindergarten 

runs from 8:40-11:25A.M. and afternoon Kindergarten runs from 12:05-2:50P.M. 

 During afternoon dismissal time all bus students will exit the building from the back gymnasium door to 

load buses for the ride home.  All walkers, and students being picked up from school, will exit the building from 

the main/front door of the school.  Students are not permitted to cross the parking lot unassisted.  To 

ensure their safety, the adult responsible for picking the child up from school must accompany the child 

from the front of the school to their vehicle. 

 The main office hallway becomes extremely congested at dismissal time.  For this reason, and to protect 

the safety of all children and staff, I am requesting all parents picking children up at dismissal time wait for 

their child outside the school building.   

 If you are picking your child up prior to the regular dismissal time please send a note in to school with 

your child in order for us to plan accordingly.  You will need to come to the main office and sign your child out in 

the sign out book.  If you are new to the school, or unfamiliar to office staff you will be asked to show proof of 

identification, for safety reasons. 

School Buses: Please be advised that all children will have assigned seats for the first month of school to allow 

the driver to get to know the children.  Also, the children are bringing home a transportation rules and 

regulations form and a Code of Behavior – School Bus form that you need to read and review with your child.  

Parents and children then need to sign the bottom portion of the rules and regulations form and return it to 

school.  Students who have problems following rules on the bus will be written up by the driver, and assigned 

seating or suspension from the bus may occur depending on the infraction.  

Important paperwork:  Please take a few minutes to review the items you receive during the first two weeks of 

school.  Along with this newsletter, the Scott School Handbook and Code of Ethics booklets contain a great deal 

of important information (lunch times, cost for breakfast and lunch, lunch forms, behavior rules and 

consequences, etc.).  I hope the information booklets will help to answer your questions. 

 

 I look forward to a great year and to seeing everyone at our PTA sponsored Welcome Back Picnic.

You can go to the website to access monthly 

newsletters, information about upcoming events, PTA membership meeting dates, agendas, minutes of past meetings, 

PTA Board contact information, and more.  Last year Scott School PTA started sending email reminders of programs 

and events instead of sending home paper copies.

Make Reading Fun!!! 
 

Getting kids to read can sometimes be difficult. Some tips to encourage your child read 

include:  

1. Read aloud—even children that are old enough to read for 

themselves can benefit from a parent reading to them. 

2. Go to the library—our local libraries are filled with books on every 

topic imaginable. Let your child ask the librarian to help find books, 

whether fiction or non-fiction, on topics he or she is interested in.  

3. Read for yourself– be a model for your child and include reading in 

your own leisure time. While you’re at the library, grab a book for 

yourself!  

Studies show that children 

who read a minimum of 15 minutes per day have a greater 

chance at succeeding in school than those that do not!
